To run the model

c. Load “ship.drw” into “Cell-DEVS animation” of the CD++ Modeler tools.

3. To run example 2:

a. Using Cygwin’s shell enter command: ./demo_2.bat
b. Using Cygwin’s shell enter command: ./draw_2.bat
c. Load “ship.drw” into “Cell-DEVS animation” of the CD++ Modeler tools.

4. To run example 3:

a. Using Cygwin’s shell enter command: ./demo_3.bat
b. Using Cygwin’s shell enter command: ./draw_3.bat
c. Load “ship.drw” into “Cell-DEVS animation” of the CD++ Modeler tools.

5. To run example 4:

a. Using Cygwin’s shell enter command: ./demo_4.bat
b. Using Cygwin’s shell enter command: ./draw_4.bat
